THIS WEEK: The Cards look to rebound 
from a close 16-10 loss with another 
home game against their cross-town 
rival, Capital. Otterbein has topped the 
Crusaders four-straight times, including 
last season’s 49-34 triumph in Bexley.

A LOOK AT THE CRUSADERS: Capital is 
led by first-year head Chad Rogosheske, 
who arrived after a 10-20 stint over three 
years at Hamline. The Crusaders have 
moved on from the triple-option offense 
and now feature more of a balanced look, 
opening with a loss to Wittenberg before 
recently claiming victories over both 
Muskingum and Wilmington. Capital has 
just 72 players on the current roster, 11 of 
those being seniors.

RIVALRY WEEK: Otterbein and Capital, separated by just 14 miles, renew the latest 
installment of a highly competitive rivalry that dates back to the initial meeting in 1894. 
The Cardinals currently hold a 44-43-3 series lead after breaking the tie last fall.

LAST SEASON: The 2015 edition was very heated and emotional throughout, with the 
Cardinals eventually posting a 49-34 victory behind five passing TD’s from Kevan Green 
and three scores from running back John Pyles, who broke the game open in the second 
quarter with a school-record 99-yard TD run. (The play came after a goal-line stand by 
the Otterbein defense) ... Capital hit a hailmary pass on the game’s last play to make the 
final margin a bit closer.

WHAT TO EXPECT: “Homecoming can be a distraction and Capital can be a distrac-
tion,” head coach Tim Doup explained. “I told the guys to focus on fixing ourselves and 
improve some of the recent mishaps. I don’t think it matters who we are playing this 
week, but Capital naturally adds a little more emotion. We won’t be successful unless 
we polish up the little things.”

HIT THE SACK: Otterbein junior defensive end Kyle Blust, an All-OAC performer last 
season, ranks 20th-nationally at the moment with four sacks on the season. He has six 
total tackles for a loss and leads the team in solo stops (10).

NO AVERAGE JOE: Sophomore punter/kicker Joe Sanfillipo impacted the game nicely 
against Ohio Northern, beginning by running for a first down on a fake punt early on. 
He then put Otterbein on the board with a career-best 47-yard field goal in the second 
quarter and had touchbacks on all three kickoffs. Sanfillipo also started every game for 
the men’s lacrosse team as a freshman, finishing second on the team with 25 assists.

HOLY TOLEDO: Senior linebacker Nick Toledo tied for a game-high 11 tackles against 
ONU and now leads the team with 20 stops on the season, including two for a loss. 
Toledo tallied a career-high 16 tackles during last season’s win over Capital.

HELLO, OLD FRIEND: This game marks the reunion, on the field at least, of Otterbein 
wide receiver Hunter Joseph and Capital quarterback Thomas Wibbeler, who became 
friends during the past two years playing as teammates at Division II Ohio Dominican. 
Their teams played one another in high school before the pair connected as backups for 
the ODU offense, and now they are on opposite sidelines yet again.

MANY HAPPY RETURNS: Capital has been solid returning kickoffs this season, ranking 
12th-nationally with a 27.7-yard average over 10 returns. Leading running back Cory 
Heeter and top wide receiver Nick Waters are primarily back as returners.

KICK YOURSELF: Otterbein has Sanfillipo, but Capital is still searching for a primary foot 
in the kicking department. The Crusaders currently list center Will Weir as their starter 
and also have freshmen Anis Galal and Drew Staley. Capital is 0 for 2 on FG’s and 7 of 10 
on extra-point attempts so far this season.

TURNOVER BATTLE: Thanks to Capital’s six defensive interceptions and Otterbein 
quarterback Logan Stepp having no picks, both the Crusaders (+4) and Cardinals (+2) 
currently rank on the plus side of turnover margin. Neither team committed a turnover 
during last year’s matchup, but Capital threw three INT’s the last time it traveled up to 
Westerville. Otterbein hasn’t given the ball away to the Crusaders since 2012.

UP NEXT: Otterbein will be back on the road next week, heading to Muskingum for a 1 
p.m. start time. The Cards held off the Muskies, 28-21, last season at home.
