THIS WEEK: Otterbein comes off its bye 
week to battle Heidelberg in the notable 
25th anniversary of the Rhine River Cup 
showdown. Both teams currently stand 
with identical records on the year and 
will continue a stories history between 
the two programs.

A LOOK AT HEIDELBERG: The Student 
Princes, under second-year head coach 
Scott Donaldson, flew out to a sizzling 
4-0 start before a recent setback against 
national power Mount Union. The Berg’ 
topped defending MIAA champion Olivet 
in week one, then followed with a win 
at Ohio Northern before easily handling 
nationally-ranked John Carroll. Heidelberg 
is 26-6 at home since the beginning of the 
2011 season.

GIMME’ THAT CUP: Last year marked a quarter century in the storied Rhine River Cup 
series. Otterbein and Heidelberg took part in the first-ever college football game played 
in Germany, during the 1992 season, which ended in a 7-7 tie. The two sides have been 
battling for the Cup ever since, with the Cards currently holding a 14-10-1 advantage.

LET THERE BE NIGHT: Heidelberg installed lights at Hoernemann Stadium prior to last 
season and toppled Ohio Northern, 45-14, in front of a raucous crowd. This will now be 
the second night game ever played on campus.

WHAT TO EXPECT: “This game is always fun and interesting when you think about the 
closeness of our staffs,” head coach Tim Doup said. “We have known each other for 
awhile, get along well and always look forward to the unique mix of camaraderie and 
competition. It’s still business as usual as we prepare and battle for the Cup, so it’s 
pretty special from a lot of angles.”

LEARN THE HARD WAY: Safety Fred Hardgrove has been impressive so far in his first 
season playing defense, most recently being selected to the D3football.com National 
Team of the Week after 16 tackles and two interceptions at Capital. He picked off one 
in the end zone and then another inside the 15-yd line to clinch the game. Hardgrove 
leads the OAC in both tackles per game (11.0) and interceptions (4).

JOHNSON AND JOHNSON: Running back Christian Johnson is coming off his best game 
of the year, scampering 16 times for 117 yards in the win at Capital. He had 58 yards, 
one touchdown and a huge downfield block that sealed Hunter Joseph’s catch-and-run 
score last year against Heidelberg.

KEEP UP WITH THE JONESES: Linebacker Austin Jones has been spectacular the past 
two outings. He made a game-high 16 tackles with a forced fumble at Ohio Northern, 
and then turned around to tally 13 stops, an interception and another forced fumble 
against Capital. He is a 2x All-OAC selection.

STEPP TO THE PLATE: Quarterback Logan Stepp set a new Otterbein single-game record 
for total offense (477) last year against Heidelberg, completing 15 of 26 passes for 365 
yards and 3 TD’s, and then rushing for another 112 yards on the ground. He currently 
ranks top-15 nationally in passing efficiency and points responsible for.

PICK OF THE LITTER: Both teams have been opportunistic this season in pass defense, 
with each unit having 10 interceptions to their credit so far. They are tied for 18th na-
tionally in the category.

DON’T I KNOW YOU?: Otterbein head coach Tim Doup is very familiar with Heidelberg 
quarterback Tyler Stoyle. He and Stoyle’s father, Jim, have been close friends for a long 
time and were groomsmen in each other’s weddings. Doup has known Tyler since he 
was a young child.

AS THE CROW FLIES: Otterbein’s offensive line will be forced to handle Heidelberg All-
American defensive tackle Austin Crow, a local Westerville native who has enjoyed a 
stellar career for The Berg’. He led the nation with 29.5 tackles for loss last fall.

UP NEXT: The Cardinals will return home and host their annual night game, welcoming 
Baldwin Wallace to Memorial Stadium for a 7 p.m. kickoff. Otterbein prevailed with a 
33-30 road win over the Yellow Jackets last year.
