THIS WEEK: Otterbein returns home 
to host the final game in Westerville 
this season, welcoming defending OAC 
champion John Carroll. Approximately 
20 seniors will be recognized during 
pregame for the array of contributions 
to the program since arriving.

A LOOK AT JOHN CARROLL: The Blue 
Streaks, now under the guidance of 
first-year head coach Rick Finotti, won 
their first OAC regular-season title since 
1989 last fall and advanced into the 
NCAA semifinals. JCU fell in that game 
to UW-Oshkosh, and then again to the 
Titans in the 2017 opener.  John Carroll’s 
other losses came at Heidelberg (40-21) 
and then recently in double overtime to 
Ohio Northern. The program has gone a 
combined 51-15 since 2012.

SENIOR CITIZENS: The Cardinals will recognize nearly 20 seniors during pregame for 
their contributions to the program since arriving -- “It’s a special moment to take that 
walk and hear your name called,” head coach Tim Doup said. “It won’t be their last 
game overall, but it’s the last time they will run on the field at Memorial Stadium in 
front of our fans. It means a lot to reach the end of this road and know that you have 
navigated four years of college football.”

LAST SEASON: Otterbein fell 49-6 last year in University Heights when John Carroll was 
nationally-ranked and making its historic run. The Cards were just 2 of 12 on third down 
in that contest.

WHAT TO EXPECT: ““John Carroll lines up and will run right at you,” Doup said. “They 
are prepared to smash you in the mouth and get physical. You’ll see good balance and 
a lot of talent back from that championship run last season. They are a good football 
program and I expect them to come ready as usual.”

EVEN STEVEN: Senior QB Logan Stepp was carted off with an injury at Mount Union and 
his status going forward is unknown. Backup signal caller Steven Irwin, a junior, will be 
waiting in the wings if necessary and came in to throw a 27-yard TD pass last week.

WE ARE MARSHALL: Senior offensive lineman Hogan Marshall, a career backup with 
just a handful of varsity snaps, recently wrote an admirable student-athlete blog for 
www.otterbeincardinals.com describing the ways in which he has created memorable 
experiences despite a lack of playing time.

NO PLACE LIKE HOME: Otterbein is attempting to post a perfect 4-0 record at home this 
fall season after topping Muskingum, Wilmington and Baldwin Wallace. The Cards last 
went undefeated at Memorial Stadium during the 2009 campaign.
