HISTORY

ASSISTANT COACHES

Game noteS:
RECENT HISTORY: Ohio Northern has won five-straight matchups in the series, with the last 
Cardinal victory coming in the 2012 finale during Doup’s first season at the helm. Last year, 
ONU stymied a high-powered Otterbein offense en route to a 35-7 victory in Ada. The game 
was tied, 7-7, until the Polar Bears scored a TD with 20 seconds to go before halftime. The 
hosts slowly pulled away in the second half behind three scores from wideout Chad Rex.

GO THE EXTRA MILE(S): Junior linebacker Colton Miles, in his first year as a starter, had the 
best game of his career last week at John Carroll by making seven tackles, which included 
four for a loss and one sack. He is now tied with Ryan Tuchow for the team-lead in TFL.

RED ALERT: Sophomore George Redding led the Cards in both rushing and receiving last 
week at JCU. He tallied game-highs of seven catches for 96 yards and then scampered five 
tiems for 28 on the ground. 

REED BETWEEN THE LINES: Transfer Reed Tucker has steadily begun making an impact at 
wide receiver, most recently snagging four balls for 66 yards at John Carroll. The local-area 
native spent one season at Division II Ashland before coming back home, and currently had 
eight catches for 98 yards this fall.

DON’T FORGET ABOUT DRE’: Senior Andre Douglas has been involved with at least one TFL/
sack in each game so far, and blocked two kicks last season at Ohio Northern. He swatted an 
extra-point attempt before halftime, then blocked a field goal in the third quarter.

COACH DOUP COMMENTS:
 
On George Redding leading the team in rushing and receiving last week:

“George finally started going full-speed in practice and that was obviously the best he’s felt yet. There was the 

athlete I have been waiting to see and I was really pleased with his performance. He is still learning, but I like 

the increased productivity.”

On the defensive effort despite a final score of 45-0: 

“We won the time of possession but still gave up some big plays that hurt, and they also had a defensive 

score. I actually thought we played better against John Carroll than at Baldwin Wallace, despite the final 

margin being wider. Every game is different and presents new aspects, so we just have to keep getting better.”

On the atmosphere of Homecoming: 

“It’s a special weekend that brings back old faces. I really value it from the standpoint of catching up with 

former players and having some of them on the sidelines. I think it’s important to maintain relationships and 

make the bond of a coach/player last a lifetime. We get a lot of support here and packing the stands provides 

a great atmosphere. I’m excited to see everybody and carry that same passion onto the field.”

On playing Ohio Northern:

“It’s a task to stay with Ohio Northern throughout four quarters because they are big, physical, consistent and 

rarely beat themselves. You saw it the past two years. We dropped a very tight game in 2016 and then lost 

control in the third quarter last season up at their place, which was the hottest game I have ever been part of. 

We will try to bring back some intensity, forget about the past couple weeks and just go play hard.”
