HISTORY

ASSISTANT COACHES

Game noteS:
RAUCOUS RIVALRY: Otterbein and Capital, seprated on opposite sides of Columbus by just 
13 miles, have experienced one of the more intense rivalries in all of Division III athletics. 
The Cardinals, who have won five of the last six matchups, currently hold a 45-44-3 edge in 
the all-time series.

LAST SEASON: Otterbein emerged with a 49-42 victory last season at Capital, never trailing 
on the game and racking up 313 yards on the ground. The Crusaders were driving at the 
end in attempt to tie/win, but All-American safety Fred Hardgrove intercepted a pass for the 
Cards and erupted his sideline. Hardgrove is out for this year after suffering a week-three 
injury at John Carroll.

AYE AYE, CAPTAIN: Fifth-year senior and team captain Payton Vanderkooi has settled back 
in nicely after missing the first three weeks with an injury, going over 100 yards receiving in 
each of the past two outings. He had six grabs for 105 yards and 2 TD’s against Muskingum.

HANGING TOUGH: Despite being winless as a team within OAC play, the Cardinal defense 
has stood tough in many instances and currently sits top-half in the league for multiple cat-
egories. The unit leads in tackles per game (75.9), ranks fourth in total offense allowed and 
fifth for most sacks (21).

STRENGTH ON STRENGTH: The Otterbein defense will face a Capital offense that can be very 
dangerous, having scored 40-plus three times. Senior QB Thomas Wibbeler is a veteran at 
the reins, and he has a pair of standout wide receivers on the perimeter in Dar Stanford and 
David Barnett. Both are All-OAC performers that have over 50 catches on the year.

COACH DOUP COMMENTS:
 
On the rivalry matchup and both teams needing a win:

“They always say throw the records out in a rivalry game, and I’m sure both sides would like to throw their 

records away right now. We aren’t used to being in this position (1-6) and I’m sure they aren’t thrilled to be 

winless. I’m expecting a dog fight in another heated rivalry matchup. Both teams will be ready to get after it 

and improve their season.”

On the importance of finishing drives: 

“We have to score every time we are in the red zone, whether that’s a touchdown or kicking. We have 

struggled in the kicking game recently and need to get that fixed, because we are leaving key points out 

there. Red-zone production has been a huge emphasis this week.”

On Otterbein’s defense against the Capital offense: 

“I want to see our defense get pressure on their quarterback and how we do on the backend against their 

quality receivers. Coverage and pressure is always critical, but will be even more so this week. We have to 

negate some of their explosiveness.”
