2021 GAME NOTES / WEEKLY COMMENTS

RECENT HISTORY: These programs are set to meet for the fourth-straight season of a full 
schedule, as the pandemic canceled last year’s non-conference affair. Otterbein won the 
initial two regatherings by scores of 36-15 and 10-7, but OWU got one back with a 22-10 
triumph in Delaware to begin the 2019 slate.

DOUBLE 5: For just the second time in program history, two players (Jeb Jones and Nick 
Cipriano) will don the No. 5 uniform to help carry on the tradition of former Cardinal Josh 
Worthington. Logan Stepp and Kyle Blust also shared the honor back in 2017.

NEW TO THE ROOM: More than half of the roster is new faces this fall, and expect to see 
many of them contributing on Saturday’s. Roughly a dozen true freshmen graced the initial 
two-deep.

CALLING CARD: Tim Doup, who spent nine years as offensive coordinator before taking over 
as head coach, will return to calling his own plays this fall. Read more below...

ALL-OAC RETURNERS: The Cards welcome back four all-conference selections from the 
spring with offensive lineman Zack Martin, linebackers Greg Nolder and Ethan Tackett, and 
safety Max Walden.

COACH DOUP COMMENTS:

On the current/general outlook from a bigger picture:

“We had a huge incoming class and have been trying to work more intimately. Getting back to a tradi-

tional fall season has a refreshing feel, even if there are lingering circumstances. Some of our younger 

guys hadn’t been through a real preseason, so there are a lot of things to still keep working through. 

But we are full steam ahead now and focused on trying to beat Ohio Wesleyan.”

On the dynamic of his new-look staff:

“Some of them are unknowns to Otterbein and haven’t worked with one another. We have full-time 

guys, part-timers and volunteers… but they are eager and all in. It’s early, but I think we each bring 

something different to the table and co-exist well. It will take time to get used to but I’m excited to see 

what they all contribute. New ideas and fresh air never hurt.”

On playing in, and unfortunately dropping, a lot of close games in recent years:

“It’s very frustrating as a coach, and you lie in bed contemplating 1-2 things that might have changed 

everything. It’s different if you get beat by four touchdowns and the other team was just flat-out better. 

But the crucial situations and all of our tight games keep me up at night. We have some maturity this 

year and are examining what it takes to get over the hump. We have to be able to win tight matchups, 

so I hope we draw on that experience and flip the switch.”

On deciding to call his own offensive plays this season:

“I’m excited. I’ve been waking up at 5 a.m. thinking of stuff that normally didn’t have to go through my 

mind; ways to tweak formations, play calls and other wrinkles with my stamp. It’s brought back some 

juice and revitalized me. We’ll work through some changes because different is ok sometimes. Not bet-

ter or worse, just different. Hopefully the players respond well.”
