2021 GAME NOTES / WEEKLY COMMENTS

RECENT HISTORY: After not playing this past spring due to the league's condensed/divisional 
schedule, these two programs reconvene to begin the Ohio Athletic Conference fall slate. 
They have split the past four meetings, with Otterbein winning in 2016 and 2017 before BW 
has snagged the last two:

2016: Oterbein - 33, Baldwin Wallace - 30 (in Berea)
2017: Otterbein - 37, Balwin Wallace - 29 (in Westerville)
2018: Baldwin Wallace - 33, Otterbein - 3 (in Berea)
2019: Baldwin Wallace - 45, Otterbein - 28 (in Westerville)

RICE A RUNNING: Safety Caleb Rice, in his second year with the Cardinals after transferring 
from Thomas More, had a 69-yard scoop and score last week (after teammate Jalen Perry 
forced a fumble) to get Otterbein on the board. He also made eight tackles around the turf.

MISSED OPPORTUNITIES: The Cards had four turnovers last week and came up empty in 
some other key spots. Otterbein missed a pair of extra points, a two-point conversion, and 
punted into the end zone from the opponent's 35-yard line.

AIR JORDAN: Freshman slot receiver Robert Jordan IV entered midway through the first half 
and delivered a nice college debut. He had six catches for 56 yards, including a long over-
the-shoulder grab that led to a touchdown just before halftime.

MOVING THE CHAINS: Otterbein had 443 yards of total offense in the opener, the most 
since a road game at Heidelberg in October of 2019. The Cards also held a 31:25 TOP.

COACH DOUP COMMENTS:

ON THE CAREER DAY FOR JEB JONES AGAINST OHIO WESLEYAN:

“Jeb played outstanding… blocking, catching, everything. It was great to see him (heavily) involved 

with what we are doing. I told him that he’s never leaving the field now. He has to stay on the field the 

entire time.”

ON THE OFFENSIVE LINE AND SIRAJ MUHAMMAD'S BIG OPENING WEEK:

“I think they did a good job. We weren’t getting a push in the first half, but figured some things out 

after halftime. Siraj gets better and better as he goes. I’ll keep evaluating up front but, if you have a 

100-yard rusher, you must be doing something right.”

ON THE ATMOSPHERE IN/AROUND MEMORIAL STADIUM:

“I thought the environment was unreal. We had a big alumni tent that was going at 8 a.m. You didn’t 

necessarily feel it on Friday nights in the spring… but you can feel it now. I’m glad we are back to some 

normalcy.”

ON BALDWIN WALLACE AND HEAD COACH JIM HILVERT:

“Jim has had success everywhere he’s been. He’s an old-school, hard-nosed guy but also very likeable. I 

think he brings that edge to a football team and keeps them disciplined. BW is usually in the top-half of 

the league and features a great tradition. They have speed, size, athleticism and physicality once again.”
