GAME PREVIEW: 2022-23 Schedule
Otterbein and Capital square up in yet another “Roush Auto 
Rivalry Showdown” in the Rike Center after splitting a pair of 
regular-season matchups last winter.

The Cardinals won the initial meeting last year in Bexley by 
a 76-68 count, but the Comets got even with a nail-biting 63-
61 decision in the rematch. Otterbein had a chance to win/tie 
at the buzzer... but a layup just rimmed out.

Cam Evans scored 17 against Capital in that last meeting 
here in the Rike. David Sanford, now at Marietta, led Capital 
with 15 himself.

Otterbein is looking to rebound after a disappointing loss to 
Marietta, leading for the entire first half but going cold after 
the break. The Pioneers made a huge three-pointer with 30 
seconds left to help escape a one-possession battle.

Capital gained valuable experience with exhibitions against 
D1 opponents Dayton and Ohio before starting its official 
regular season... 

The Comets beat Denison (83-82 in OT) and Olivet before 
three-straight losses recently to Ohio Wesleyan, Trine and 
nationally-ranked Case Western Reserve.

Carter Combs is leading the Comets with nearly 14 ppg 
while big man Justin Nixon is averaging 11 and 6 down low.
