GAME NOTES:
2023-24 Schedule

* The Cards begin a huge closing week of the regular season 
with consecutive nationally-ranked opponents, as plenty of 
seeding for the OAC Tournament is up in the air.

* Otterbein stands third alone in the league, one game back of 
Mount Union but also just two ahead of Marietta in sixth.

* Jack Clement and Cam Evans nearly matched the entire 
point total of Muskingum on Saturday, combining to score 51 
on 17 of 29 shooting. Clement, missing the first matchup at 
John Carroll with an injury, is now the reigning OAC Player of 
the Week and part of the D3hoops.com Team of the Week.

* Just two years ago, the Blue Streaks endured a tough 8-16 
(2-13 OAC) campaign while dropping 12 of the last 13 to end 
the regular season. Since that time, an influx of high-level 
transfers has catapulted the program to a combined 45-6 
record (32-2 OAC) and atop the national rankings.

* John Carroll was eliminated in the NCAA second round last 
year by No. 6 Oswego State. The only blemish this year is by 18 
points to Hampden-Sydney, also ranked sixth at the time and 
now sitting No. 2 in the current polls.

* This game boasts the top-two OAC defenses, with the Cards 
holding teams to 64 per (excluding OT) over the last seven.

* Luke Chicone and Luke Frazier both average 18 points for 
the Streaks, who won the first meeting (89-69) between these 
teams after a close first half. Chicone scored 24 that evening.
