GAME NOTES: 2023-24 Schedule
* The Cardinals look to get one back against the Polar 
Bears and knot the season series after dropping a tough 
game in Ada to begin the new calendar year.

* Westerville product Carter Reese dropped a game-high 
23 pts in the first meeting, as Otterbein committed 18 
turnovers and tried to play catch-up all evening. Reese sits 
eighth in the league for scoring at 15.2 ppg.

* Otterbein handled rival Capital over the weekend in a 
game it never trailed, with Jack Clement and Cam Evans 
combining for 39 pts. The Comets missed 15-straight 
shots to begin that affair.

* The Cards now look to avoid another potential “letdown 
spot” against ONU, having visited the Polar Bears in early 
January just after upsetting No. 23 Illinois College.

* Otterbein ranks atop the league in team defense, holding 
opponents to just 68.7 ppg. ONU sits fourth by allowing 
just over 72.

* The Cards have taken five of the last seven meetings, 
including four straight in Westerville.

* This game marks Faculty/Staff Appreciation Night for the 
program, as each player and coach invite someone that has 
played a key role in their journey to be recognized.
