Otterbein and Ohio Northern meet for the second time in six days, as tonight’s match is a win or go home situation. The Cardinals and Polar
Bears sqaured off in Westerville last Wednesday, where the Cards emerged victorious 1-0, as a goal by Pau Piang was the difference. Ohio

Northern outshot the Cards 28-13, but only 10 of the 28 shots were on frame.

Both of these sqauds are familiar with hoisting the conference tournament trophy, as Otterbein defeated Capital,1-0, in the Ohio Athletic
Conference (OAC) match last season. Ohio Northern was an OAC powerhouse earning the trophy in 2015, 2013, 2012, 2011 and 2010 and will
be looking to win the conference once again.

The Cardinals are led by a midfielding attack consisting of: Eric Stucky, Erick Juarez-Manning and Piang. Stucky is the top goal scorer with four on
the season, while Juarez-Manning is the distributor with a team-high six assists. Piang has stepped up recently by scoring in two of his last three

matches.

Ohio Northern is led by the duo of Beelal Hassan and Levi King, who have combined for 58 points on the season. Hassan is a consistent goal
scorer, as he has registered a goal in nine of the 18 matches. King is a reliable scorer or passer by posting nine goals and eight assists thus far.

The Cardinals and Ohio Northern will both be looking for bounce back games. Otterbein suffered its worst loss of the season, 5-0 against Capital,
and the Polar Bears are currently on a three-game skid.

The winner of this match will take on either Capital or John Carroll, dependent on the result between Marietta and Mount Union.
