Otterbein welcomes Ohio Northern to Memorial Stadium Wednesday night 
for a pivotal Ohio Athletic Conference (OAC) match. 

The Cardinals and the Polar Bears currently each sit with 12 points in the 
conference standings and are tied for third place. 

Otterbein defeated Muskingum, 5-1, on its Senior Day last time out. Eric 
Stucky had a career game, by scoring two goals and registering one assist.
